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SQUATTER ALERT: Be on the lookout!!

During the month of April, Rosedale Park experienced
attempts by strangers to take over three different vacant
homes in our neighborhood. These were people who
had no previous relationship to the properties (not
previous owners or tenants) — just random people who
saw a vacant house and thought they would move in.
Fortunately, alert neighbors spotted what was going on
and reacted right away.

In two cases — a home on Greenview and a home on
Artesian — the property owners were able to have the
squatters removed from their homes within a matter
of hours, with the assistance of the Detroit Police

Department. The third location, on Westwood, is still in
process.

If you have a vacant home on your block (and most

of us do), keep a sharp eye out for any activity. A
takeover can occur very quickly, so it’s important to
react immediately. If you know how to contact the
property’s owner, call them right away. If you don't
know the property owner, contact a member of the
Vacant Property / Code Enforcement Committee: Nancy
