Its time to clean out the garage, basement, shed or boxes of stuff ~ «
stored away in some corner. Rosedale’s legendary Garage Sale is
Saturday, June 25, from 9 a.m-3 p.m., rain or shine - come one, .
come all!! .
Back in the day, the east side and the west side of Rosedale took

turns, with only half of the neighborhood selling in any given
year, but more recently we have developed a new tradition of in-
cluding the whole neighborhood every year - hence, the name
change from “30-block” to “60-block” sale.

Some notes on procedures that work well:

o  Stuff sells better when it’s clean and fixed.

o  Consider joining forces (tables) with a neighbor. The more
items on display, the easier it is to attract customers.

o Tag each item with both the price and number (to keep a re-
cord of who owns which item).

o Set a fair price. Remember, you are trying to get rid of stuff,
not fund your retirement account.

A swarm of helpers descended on the Grandmont Rosedale
Community Garden at Bushnell Church for DP Day on Saturday,
March 26 and laid waste to the trash and debris.

We had 53 volunteers throughout the day who worked a com-
bined 265 hours, meaning it would take one person working full
time 6% weeks to accomplish what we did in just five hours.

The volunteers spread two huge piles of mulch, turned over 16
raised beds, removed tons of brush and weeds, planted some new
veggies, filled about 100 bags of litter from the garden, alley and
church grounds, and removed a ton of bulk debris as well! Volun-
teers came from the Grandmont Rosedale Community Garden,
the surrounding neighborhoods, the University of Michigan, Cass
Tech High School Honor Society, Groves High School, Project 561
and Bushnell Congregational Church.
