•  �In doubt if something is recyclable—throw it into trash.
•  �Tissue papers, clean or dirty, are not recyclable.

Yard Waste (seasonal):
•  �In Brown Paper Waste bags ONLY, no plastic! Or put into 

30-gallon trash bin that is boldly marked YARD WASTE.
•  �Bundle brush and limbs, in 4 ft lengths.

Bulk Waste:
•  �Up to 2 cubic yards per pickup.
•  �More than 2 cubic yds: Call DPW for a special paid 

pickup: 313-876-0004—it’s a good deal!
